Krause’s wife, Hilda, was murdered in 1974, and LaPena was 
named an accomplice in the murder on the theory he paid others to kill Hilda. LaPena was offered his 
freedom numerous times in exchange for admitting his role in the murder. Yet, he maintained his 
innocence for the next 25 years as he fought for a second, and eventually, a third trial.    
 
The menu for the March 31 dinner offers guests the choice of starting with a wedge salad or mixed baby 
greens with herb crusted Goat cheese, beet vinaigrette and roasted tomato. Entrée selections include a 
veal chop with porcini dusted sweet onions; citrus bass with rainbow chard and champagne sauce; a 
New York Strip with roasted shallots, asparagus and fingerling potatoes; or pan seared chicken with 
sweet potato puree and natural jus. Desserts include chocolate marquee or cheesecake.
